As reported in last month’s newsletter, Mick Weltman, ACI’s executive director, will retire this
year. Since we hope to have a successor in place before Mick leaves, the process to find that
person has already begun. Leading the search on behalf of the board is a team consisting of
myself, Corporate Trustee Tony LoBello and Illinois Wesleyan University President S. Georgia
Nugent. We are partnering with Evolve Giving Group, a consultancy focused on the nonprofit
sector that has worked with ACI before. Evolve will take responsibility for posting the vacancy
and managing the initial response. Once a shortlist has been identified, our board team will
interview the top candidates and make a recommendation to the full board.

A
couple of years ago, Imani came to Naperville to attend high school and is now a first-year student
at North Central, with interests in political science and computer science. Choosing to attend North Central seemed
natural, the result of his brothers' influences.

I'm very, very sure that will definitely help me with my future." Since he was young, Imani says he has been interested
in political science and leadership. "I wanted to deal with politics because I understood that Africa faces a huge
leadership crisis. That often results in an atrocious political reality. Ever since I was young, I believe that to accomplish
this, I need to learn how to serve others first." He plans to return to Africa after school to be a mentor to other young
people, providing hope for a better future.
